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1.	Is a government-supported, two-tier (Government-Run [GR] 'public' schools and privately-run schools, at least partially supported with government-funded vouchers) school system politically stable?  In other words, will enough people vote to tax themselves to support adequate GR school budgets and bond issues if they don't have to send their children to GR schools to avoid major additional out-of-pocket expenses?  I doubt it!  GR school electoral support (willingness to be taxed and voter turnout) is already low.





2.	Even less electoral support means an even more rapid rate of decay in the GR schools; gradual de factor abandonment.  Gradual abandonment would be too costly to our wallets, and to the children that remained in GR schools.  Since we have tried everything to get the GR system to perform - adequately - and (predictably) utterly failed - the only remaining choice is a 100% privately-owned and privately-run system.  Note that privately-owned and run does not preclude government-support (to ensure low income families' children access to a high quality education), and light regulation (to prevent fraud and discrimination).





3.	What attribute(s) of GR schools (= run by the political process at several levels [state, local, nationally] simultaneously) do we want to retain badly enough (based on theoretical or empirical sound science) to choose a potentially politically unstable (= would be gradually abandoned) two-tier school system over a 100% privately-run (one tier), government-supported (to ensure low income families' children access to a high quality education), lightly regulated (to prevent discrimination and fraud) school system?
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
